The Arbutus Park Water Service Area was established in 1983 and comprises of an
area lying north and south of Powder Point Road, near Gary Qak Drive, Anchor
Way and Florence Drive on the Manoose Peninsula, There are currently 124
residential connedions and 1 commercial connection to the water system. The
water source for the Arbutus Park \Water Service Area comes from a series of
groundhwater wells located nearby, The water source is chlarinated and stored 1n
one dedicated reservoir and in the shared Fairwinds reservairs, Arbutus Park is
now included n the Manoose Bay Peninsula Water Service Area which includes all
seven systems on the Manoose Peninsula,

The Arbutus reservoir is approximately 100,000 gallons, Water in the reservoir is
supplied from the Fairwinds water system.

The distribution systemn consists of a mix of 200mmm, 150mm and 100mm supply
lines, The lines are mostly PVWC with some AC, & booster purmp pumps from the
main water line on Power Point Road up to the Arbutus reservoir. Fire Hydrants are
located throwgh out the service area,
